Jules Spinatsch gehort zu den erfolgreichsten Fotokiinstlern seiner Generation, sein Buch «Temporary
Discomfort» gilt laut Martin Parr als eines der wichtigsten Fotografie-Biicher der letzten zehn Jahre. Er studierte
Fotografie am International Center of Photography, New York. Nach Anfingen als Reportagefotograf wandte er
sich der Kunst zu. Mit Langzeitprojekten wie «Temporary Discomfort» und «Snow Management» wurde er
bekannt. Seine Werke wurden u.a. im Museum of Modern Art New York, Tate modern London, SEMoMA San
Francisco, Casino Luxembourg, Kunsthaus Ziirich, Haus der Kunst in Miinchen und im Kunsthaus Zug gezeigt.

A speculative social portrait consisting of 17,352 single pictures taken by surveillance
cameras at the Vienna Opera Ball

Karlsplatz (Resselpark), Vienna
30 July - 31 October 2010

Swiss artist Jules Spinatsch, who has become known for his large-scale surveillance-
panoramas, installed two computer-controlled network cameras at the Vienna Opera Ball
2009. From the time the doors were opened at 8.32 p.m. to the end of the ball at 5.10 a.m.,
the cameras turned on their axes twice and registered 17,352 single frames. Spinatsch
ordered them into a 360° panorama that convinces with its unusual compression of time,
space, and information. A speculative representational portrait of Viennese society created
out of 17,352 chronologically-ordered snapshots - a multi-layered dialogue between
planning and coincidence.

Exhibited in public space as a circular panorama, Viennese society is subjected to democratic
control, the equivalent of a visual referendum.”

Jules Spinatsch, born in 1964 in Davos, Switzerland is one of the most successful photo
artists of his generation. His works have been shown in, amongst others, the Museum of
Modern Art (MOMA), New York; the Tate Modern, London; the SFMOMA, San Francisco;
the Kunsthaus Ziirich; and the Haus der Kunst, Munich.
